
General Regulations
Rules and regulations governing the use of all land and water on W. Kerr Scott Reservoir are contained in Title 36 – 

Code of Federal Regulations, copies of which are posted in recreation areas and can be obtained at the Visitor 

Assistance Center near the dam. These regulations are enforced by the US Army Corps of Engineers Park Rangers.  

Regulations pertinent to the use of the trails are as follows:

• Park only in designated parking areas

• Use only designated trails

• Bike helmets are highly recommended

• Camping only allowed in designated 

 park campgrounds

• Motorized vehicles prohibited on trails 

• Alcoholic beverages are prohibited

• Fires are prohibited except in designated areas

• Littering is prohibited

• Hunting is prohibited 

• Defacement, damage or alteration of public 

 property is prohibited

Overmountain Victory Trail and Shiner’s Run

This 6 mile trail links Bandit's Roost Campground to the Visitor Center at the Dam 

site and offers the most flowing trails at W. Kerr Scott.  Nearly every turn is 

bermed and the climbs are friendly.  Marked with white triangles on trees.

Shiner's Run is a beautiful 2.5 mile loop off the OVT trail with great lake views.
