Length: 5.4 miles one-way (plus 5.4-mile return to trailhead; shorter return route possible)
Elevation Gain/Loss: 1,250 feet/1,000 feet one-way
Accessibility: Hikers, equestrians, and mountain bikers

Climb and descend high, hilly grasslands for scenic views southeast to Mount Diablo, west to Mount 
Tamalpais, and north to the Carquinez Strait. A section of the Carquinez Strait Scenic Loop Trail, the 
Bay Area Ridge Trail traverses exposed grassy hills south of Cummings Parkway, and can be hot in 
summer. Watch for ticks on the narrow trails in spring!
