
Keanae Arboretum Walk
Trail Length: 0.6 mile
Time: Approx 1 hour
Terrain: Relatively flat asphalt walkway
Activity: Pedestrian
Difficulty: Easy
Elevation: 40 feet

Directions: Take Highway 360 to 0.7
mile past the 16 mile marker. Parking is
on the side of the road near the
Arborteum sign.

Route: The Keanae Arboretum is
located in a tropical forest setting near
the Hana Highway on windward East
Maui. It lies alongside the Piinaau
Stream on leveled terraces built
hundreds of years ago by Hawaiians for
taro cultivation. The arboretum is
accessed via a 1/8 mile paved walkway
from the highway and features timber,
fruiting and ornamental trees from the
tropics worldwide. An upper section
features plants cultivated by the
Hawaiians for food and other uses.
Keanae Arboretum has no facilities or
amenities associated with it and no
guided walks or brochures are
provided. Trees are identified as to
common name, scientific name and
country of origin. The focus of the
arboretum is to display and identify
tropical trees in a natural setting. The
climate is warm and humid with
frequent showers.
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
